The subject of this Partnership Agreement is the organisation of the partnership by regulating the
rights and obligations of the parties in order to successfully implement the transnational project
Danube Guides Action 2.

Danube Office Ulm/Neu-Uim (DO) leads the project Danube Guides Action 2 with funding from the
State Ministry of Baden-Wiirttemberg. The PP will participate as an (Hilfsperson) assistant in terms of
the §57 Section 1 Sentence 2 of the German “Abgabeordnung” (AQ).

The present Partnership Agreement becomes effective with the signature of DO and all PP and will
be valid for the project duration from January the 1st 2024 to December the 31st 2025. DO shall
approve changes to the present Partnership Agreement. Modifications or additional terms to this

Working language in the project is English. That means all official documents between PP and DO as
Lead Partner (LP) of the project have to be prepared in English. Working language for communication
between DO as LP and the State Ministry of Baden-Wirttemberg is German. Therefore, official
documents for project implementation between DO and the State Ministry are prepared in German
language.

Article 1. Specific obligations and responsibilities of DO
1. DO shall take all the steps needed to correctly manage the project in accordance with the

Application Form approved by the State Ministry of Baden-Wirttemberg and the programme
documents relevant for this agreement.
